The news in the far East is disqui-
eting. The rebellion in Northern
Ohina is reported to be spreading.
The imperial troupshave been defeat-
ed in several engagements, and the
number of insurgents is said to be in-
creasing. They are well supplied with
arms and ammunition abandoned by
Ohinese "braves" in the recent war
with Japan. The insurgents expect
members of secret societies who re-
volted unsuccessfully before the Ohi-
no-Japanese war to join them. The
rebellion promises to become quite
formidable.

The news that Germany has seized
an important port in China is start-
ling. The Chiroese murdered two
German missi<.naries, and though
China seems willingand ready to make
reparation, Germany hal made this
the pretext for seizing a coveted port.
It is said that China has protested
against the action to Russia, but it is
questionable whether she willfare any
better with the Russian bear. Indeed,
it is said thlt RU8siahas already sug-
gested that Great Britain, France,
and RU8sia follow Germany's exam-
ple, and make grabs for choice
Ohinese territory. Africa has al-
ready been portioned among the Eo-
ropean powers, large chunks of Asia
have been appropriated, and now it
is possible the breaking up and dis-
tribution of the Chinese Empire has
begun. The world seems to be a
"grab bag," and these so-called
Ohristian nations are trying to see
which can secure the belt prize.

Along with the Ohinese news men-
tioned elsewhere is the report that
for the Ilrst time the students in
the examination at Nan Chang
Fu, have been required to
write an essay on Noah and his
family, or the repeopling of the
earth after the Ilood. This is the
first time in the history of China
that a knowledge of the Bible was re-
quired in a state examination. Not
long ago a society was formed for the
purpose of bringing the Bible and
OJ1l'lethlpUtel'at.ll~ to tile attelltioD

of the educated classes in China, and
this is the "Ilrst fruit" of that enter-
prise. China is ruled by the educated
classes, and if they can be induced to
accept the Bible, China will speedily
be converted. Had this work been
begun twenty years ago, China would
not now be threatened with dissolu-
tion. It is said that since the war
with Japan, China has been very fa-
vorable to Christian inlluence and
civilization. But it is queltionable
whether or not;she can hold out long
enough for Christianity to permeate
her four hundred millions, and gener-
ate the patriotism and loyalty to his
country which always characterizes
the Christian citizen.

Our Baptist brethren are still troubl-
ed to know what to do with Dr. Whit-
sitt, of the Southern Theological
Seminary. W~en that learned profes-
lor traced Campbell's religious pedigre
ba\Jk to the Sandimanians, the Bap-
tists were glad. But when he claim-
ed to have discovered that Baptists
had practiced immersion for only
about three hundred years, then they
were mad I Many Associations have
called for his resignation and several
attempts have been made to patch up
the difficulty, but like Banquo's ithost,
Whitsitt will not down. The latest
effort to unseat the Professor was put
forth by the Arkansas Baptists. The
great question is, what to do with Dr.
Whitsitt. But if this thing goes on
much longer, the question is likely to
be what is to become of the Baptist
church.

The project to build an inl;eroceanic
canlll across Nicaragua is being reviv-
ed. Already three members of the
canal commission have sailed for Nic-
aragua where they will make pre-
paration for the entire party, which
sails about Dec. 1. Rear Admiral
Walker will direct the labors of the
commission. There will be about
forty men in the party and upon their
arrival one hundred and sixty others
will be engaged. The business of the
commission is to lIelect a route for the
great canal. A thorough survey will
be made from the eastern CO&8tto the
western. Other routes have been sur-
ve)ed, but the commissionwill act on
·tt own judpment •• to the beat route

for the canal. It is to be hoped that
this is the actual beginning of tbia
great work. If America is to ful1l11
her evident mission and reach her
manifest destiny in the world, ahe
must have the Nicaragua canal, and
along with that link between the
oceans, she must have Cuba, the key
to the Atlantic and Hawaii, the ke7
to the Pacillc. Given these three
tilings, Ameri ,a's commercial fntnn
as well as her position of supremacy
in the family of nations, is secured.

The American Institute of Sacred
Literature has started a "Woman's
club" for the study of the Scriptnres.
When we remember that a large ma-
jority of the Sunday-school teachers
are women, the surprise iltthat some-
thing of the kind has not been started
before. Still, the Sunday-school
helps now available to every body
equip the teacher quite thoroughly
for her work, and few women have
the time for reading of this nature
beyond that which bears directly up-
on their class work. The move,how-
ever, is a good one and it is to be
hoped that many willavail tl:.eJDBelvea
of it.

Great interest is being manifested
in the forth coming message of the
President to Congress, which will •• -
semble in December. The points of
special interest are, the currency, the
Cuban question and Hawaii. II the
Prljsident can suggpst something that
will lead to a wise and satisfactol'7
solution of thflse problems, be will
bave his name written high up in the
roll of Presidents. -

Original £ontrlbutlons
fELLOWSHIP.

The word fellow means one who follows, an
adherent, a companion, an associate, or a sharer.
See Ex. 2: 13; Eccl. 4: 9, 10; Matt. 11: 16; Heb.
1: 9. The suffix "ship" is a termination denoting
state, office, art, or profession.-Vide Webster.

"Words ending in 'ship' expre8S a condition or
state of those who are fellows, or who follow with
each other." -Richard Grant White. This word is
used only a lew times in the Old Testament, but
several times in the New. In Acts 2: 42 it is used
in naming one of the four acts of worship in the
primitive congregation at Jerusalem. "The radical
idea in the term that is the word in the Greek is
that of participation in common."-Prof. McGar-
vey. Fellowship means then joint participation;
and in Acts 2: 42 it is understood to mean "par ti-
cipation in religiou8 duties and privileges." The
word communion in the New Testament scriptures
seems usually to be a close synonym, the precise
equivalent of fellowship. McGarvey cites such
texts a8 I Cor. 1: 9; 10: 16; II Cor. 13: 14; I
John 1: 3, 7.

Certain fellowships are unscriptural, therefore
undesirable, harmful, sinful, and on this account
ought to be discarded. See for instance 1 Co:,. 10:
IP-22; II Cor. 6: 14-16; Eph. 5: 3-12. All
scriptural fellowlfhips are right. It is the Chris
tian's duty and privilege to share iu each of them,
and to be a fellow in all the conditions, the state,
and the work of the church, the body of Christ.
The children of light are to have fellowship with
God the Father. See I John 1: 3. In the new
birth man becomes a pat taker of the divine nature.
IIPeter 1: 4. This new nature makes the new life
in God capable of being. This new being
enables the new creature to el!cape the pollution
in the world through lust. He walks with his
Father day by day, until at last God leads him
home. In doing the work of the Father here
on the earth, man is a companion with God,
participates with Him in both saving himself
and those that associate with and hear him. I Tim.
4: 16.

To Dean adopted son of God, is to be a brother
with Christ. "God is faithful, through whom ye
were called into the fellowship of his Son Jesus
Christ our Lord." I Cor. 1: 9; cf. I John 1: 3, 4.
We are the friends of Christ if we do what he de-
mands of us, otherwise we are none of His. In
this brotherhood or friendliness, man must needs
be brought close to the sinner, to the infirm, to the
weak, the needy, the helplells. When man's 8ym-
f&tbi~ tlPQ iQtere,ti widepas Qidtb~ Cbrist'1J wbQQ

he came to seek and save the lost, he will then b.
so close to the heart of humanity that he shall share
in the fellowship of Christ's suffering, Phil. 3: 10,
and realize that it would be only a reasonable ser-
vice, holy and well-pleasing to God, to pre~ent his
body a living sacrifice. As man grows in grace and
the knowledge of the truth, the mind of Je8us will
lay hold on him, and this in turn will lead him to
give himself wholly to the Lord and to the Father's
business by the.will of God. II Cor. 8: 5. In this
work of suffering, and sacriticing, and going about
daily dying in our bodies,-their is agreement, this

keeping our covenant-pledge, this is the portion
of the believ~r,1I Cor. 6: 15,this is divine concord,
this is communion with the Light, this is the work
of righteousness, this the fellowship with his Son
Jesus Christ. Study Luke 24: 46; Acts 3: 18;
Hebrew 13: 3; I Peter 4: 1; 2: 21 ; Romans 8: 17;
Philippians 1: 29, 30; II Timothy 3: 12; 2: 12.
The philosophy of suffering is the philosophy of
of communion with our Christ. John 12: 32, 33;
Matthew 20: 22; I Cor. 11: 26. • • • Agai'l
the communion of the Holy Ghost II Cor. 13: 14,
must be the same as the fellowship of the
spirit Philippians 2 : 1. Because men and women
are the adopted ehildren of God, he sent forth the
spirit, of his Son into our hearts, crying, Abba,
Father. Galatians 4: 6, R. V. "But if any man
have not thespiritcf Christ,h~ is none of his," Rom
8: 9. God hath given this spirit to the obedient.
Acts 5: 32. We receive Christ into our hearts by
faith, Ephesians 3: 17. So also we receive his
teachings, his spirit, or the spirit of truth, John.
14: 16, 17. In the spirit's teachings the children
of the Light have given unto them precious and ex-
ceeding great promises. II Peter 1: 4; II Cor 6:

Believing that God wi!1 fulfill all
these promises in all the faithful, we rejoice in the
hope of the glory of God, Rom.

Paul before Agrippa. What Must I do to be Saved?
Some exigetes have bravely interpreted king

Agrippa's statement in Acts 26: 28, "Almost thou
persuadest me to be a Christian," to be a sarcasm
reflecting upon the anxiety and prospective success
of Paul's sermon. In other words, the king said:
"Why Paul, do you think you can make a Chris-
tian out of me? If you do, you are badly mis-
taken." This interpretation is taken from the re-
vised version, which reads," With but little per aua-
sion thou wouldest fain make me a Christian," and
the weight of the argument is laid upon th~ word
fain.

1once heard this explanation given in one of
our leading colleges, by one of our leading min·
isters, but 1was then slow,and am yet, to accept it
as correct. The whole context as well as the utter-
ance itself, satitlfies me that the king was really
convicted, and that "with but httl~ persuasion" he
could have been induced to accept the Gospel, and
obey it. If he was simply diRgusted and meant to
give evidence of his opinion of the Apostles' teach-
ing llnd reflect upon its power. I can not see why
this fact has not long ago been brought clearly to
light.

The whole context indicates plainly that the
king felt somewhat serious. Paul establishes this
when he said: "I would to God, that whether
with little or with much, not thou oIllv, but also
all that hear me this day, might beco';e such as I
am, except these bonds"-R. V. Did not Paul
think Agrippa was being persuaded? Would he
have lE'ltAgrippa off so smoothly if he had' been
flinging sarcasm at the teachings of his Lord? He
did not let Elymas, of of Paphos, isle of Cyprus,
off so easily when Elymas came out to overturn the
faith of the deputy. Paul called him a "cQild of the
Devil," an "enemy of all righteousness." Why
was Agrippa better than .Elymas? Was Paul a res-
pector of persons? Would he not have rebuked
the king's position to ·suppose that the Lord's work
could be laughed at? Even though he was bound
with chains, he would never have suffered that
teaching to be ridiculed.

Agrippa was no doubt solemnly impressed with
that marvelous sermon. If he had nClitbeen ham-
pered with political garments, the obnoxious per-
suasion of his supporters, and the possibility of de-
thronement, and excommunication, he would have
been a Christian. Whether he ever became such
or not, the history does not say. How glad many
of us would be to know the outcome of some of the
Bible events not fully related I The Lord' has'been
wise to draw a vail over many historical accounts,
just as they reach the highth of their intense joy.

It il
my candid opinion that such a publi-
cation is indispensible. Time h&l
taught UIII well that it il a mistake *0

rely on little state sheets which, at
but, can be no adeqoate representa-
tion of our work. There is nothing
plainer to me than that the lower
Southern states should club together
and support a drst-class publication,'
luch &8shall advocate our co oper-
ative work and thunder it into the
consciences of our people. It il with
ladnesl that we chronicle the
fact that many of our breth-
ren in the South are wedded to
an unwarranted law of literalilm that
ill fatal to that spirit and activity
which alone are worthy of a people
who wear the name of Christ. Cir-
cumstances demand of us that we
Ihall wap;ea vigoroul and uncompro-
mising campaign of education. In such
a campaign a strong publication is a
Decelsity.

Will our brethren take an earnest
hold of a fir8t· cla88 paper1 It i8 pro'

posed that they 8hall be put to tM te8t.

Arrangements have been make by
which the GOSPELMESSENGERIhall be
brought out soon in drst-class style,
and inferior in mechanical make-up,
to DOpaper published by the disci-
ples of Christ. Furthermore, engage-
ments have been made and are being
made by which the MESSENGERwill
be aided with the pens of a large
number of the ablest men among us
at this day. Notwithstanding all thil,
the Inbscription price sball ramain
one dollar a year, thus placing a first-
elaliS publication easily within the
reach of all our people. True, the
MBSSIllNGI!IRis not as large as some of
our papen, but containa •• much,

perhapll, as _the average subscriber
will read. Hewever, if the brethren
will give us sufficientlupport, the pa-
per shall be enlarged to twenty pa-
ges.

This is to enquire .if our brethren
are really in earnest, and if they will
stand hy the enterprise above indi-
cated. It should be remembered that
the mentioned improvements will in-
crease expense, and render an en-
larged constituency anece88ity. How-
ever, if our preachers and churchel
will immediately come to the front
and take hold of the paper, it will
have sufficient support aud be ena-
bled to accomplish an indil'pensible
work that can be accomplished in no
other way.

The Model Pastor,

There are few. A great many are
models in some respects, but to find
a man well rounded up in every de-
partment of pastoral work, is not a
find of frequent occurrence. There
is no position on earth with which
men have to do that is condusive of
greater good or more happiness than
tbat of the consecrated pastor of a
united, happy band of Christian peo-
ple. I sptlak both from experience
and observation. But what are the
elemeflts, or some of the leading ele-
ments' in the model pastor?

1. The drst requisite to a model
pastor is a converted man. Yon say,
"Are there any preachers unconvert-
ed? " Lots of them. There are plenty
of men in the pulpit and pastorate
to-day, who from their lives and dis-
position, show that they, like the
apostles, need to be converted. A
man with a bad disposition, giving
away to anger or passion, might make
a good pastor, but he don't. Purity
of life ie the foundation upon which

to build a luccessful Chrietlan life,
either as pastor or people. A strong,
useful building can't stand on an un-
sound foundation.

2. A knowledge of the Word of
God, and aptness in teaching It, I
consider the next essential. It is one
thing to know a thing, and another
to know haw to teach it to othen.
Hence the apoltle requires, "Apt to
teach."

3. The next phase of character that
makes the model paRtor, we conllder
to be a genial, social disposition. A
church cannot get warmth and Tital-
ity from an iceberg in the pulpit.
l>eople love to come into contact with
• loving, sympathetic preacher, one
who always has something hop,fal
and spiritual to give them. Nothinl
can take the place of p&ltoral vieita-
tion. To reach them by sermon yoo
must know the way to the heart, and
this route is learned only by person-
al contact and study. Study and
preparation should not give way to
visiting, but the time shonld b. di-
vided between the two. Our model
pastor is not the one who is well de-
veloped in one line, but who is the
combined man.

4. No less II the power of orp;anl-
zation and utilization of the forcn
that are in the church, than the fac-
ulties before mentioned. The preach-
er should go before like the lood
general in an army, and set the ex-
ample. But it il much better, both
for the preacher and the man In the
pew, for the former to get the latter io
do the work than to do it himself.
Men are developed by exercile relig-
iously as well as pbysically, and the
model pastor knows how to give to
everyone his portion In due le&lon of
the work to be done. And our mod-
el knows too, foil well, that all of hie
members will do most any amount
within reason of work they are •• ked
to do. He puts his people to work
and keeps them at it.

0. We notice next and lastly, a very
important work that our model will
not fail to do; and that is to lee that
hil dock takes and readl one or more
good church papers. Right on thll
point I feel like Itopplng, takinl out
my knife, Ibarpenlng my pencil, and
writing forever. In thie particular,
fewpreachers, comparatively, are de-
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.•.eloped at all. Wonder how many
preachers in the territory reached by
thia paper have paeached a sermon
daring the past year, or even a part
ot a sermon on the power and influ-
ence of religious literature in the
church? The model pastor knows it,
power and influence, hence he wants
to put a good paper in the hands of
everyone of his_members, from the
least to the greatest. On this point,
there is not in my knowledge in all
the south but one man :whois a mod-
elin the matter of disseminating good
literature among the church mem-
bers' and that is Kilby Ferguson, of
the Delta country of Mississippi. I
.don't think Brother Kilby ever makes
a single convert that he don't righ'
~hen and there cause him to take a
paper (the MESSENGER)in order to
keep posted religiously. He knows
that it is easier to get a fresh convert
to take his church paper and read and
digest it then, than it would be to
wait a year or so. For instance: last
spring when Brother Ferguson's Delta
country was all under water, he fled
to the hills of the· state, and began
experimenting with the folks out at
Stewart, Miss., a little town where we
only had abo'Jt half-dozen members.
Hard work, with a godly, consecrated
life on Brother Ferguson's part, re-
• lied in building up a church in Stew-
~. So the first thing we knew, here
came a list at one time with 23 sub-
scribers, and others have been sent in
since, and I will venture that there is
not a single family in that church
that does not take the MESSENGER.
When a man is just converted and
en~hu8iastic is the time to get him
started right j and if not started
right, he hardly ever starts right or
ends right. The man who takes and
reads the church paper is interested
in all the church's enterprises, is in
favor of every good work, is well
posted on church matterll, and gives
to missions-provided the paper favors
theJe things. The model pastor
knows all these things and looks well
to them, whenyouftnd him. I haven't
found one yet, have you? H.

The Messenger's folicy.
It shall be our earnest endeavors to

make this paper clean, cultured and
Ohrilltian. We hope to keep from our

columns all uncalled-for thrusts at
other people, all slang phrases and
every manner of production that is
untrue to the spirit of Christ and to
the standards of pure speech.

The MESSENGERshall essay to rep-
resent, not a partial, but the whole
truth. It shall ride no hobbies. Its
columns shall be free from
personal attacts. The day for con'
stant, nagl{ingand personal pugilism
in the religious paper, did it ever
properly exist, has happily passed
away. Papers that keep up this style
of journalism arE'a stench in the land,
a source of strife and bitterness and
promoters of far more evil than of
good.

The MESSENGERshall be a staunch
and uncompromising advocate of our
co-operative work, by which our
forces are united to preach the ~os·
pel to the stat~ the nation and the
whole earth. We have no time to
quarrel with a few who oppose a ra-
tional and systematic concert of ac-
tion among disciples of Christ. Ours
is to do and leave results with Him
who alone is judge and who holds us
responsible for the evangelization of
all the world. "To the work, to the
work, we are servants of God."

Our Saviour died on the same
day that the Paschal Lambs were
Ilain in the Holy City. It is estimat-
ed that 260,000of these lambs were
Ilain in Jerusalem on the SBme day
that Jesus the true Paschal Lamb was
lacrificed. Matthew Henry has point-
ed out thirteen features in which he
thinks the Paschal Lamb was typical
of Ohrist.

Let UI select the most prominent
ones and study them during leisure
moments of the week upon which we
have just entered.

1. It was a lamb. When John saw
Jesus coming (Jno. 1: 29) he said
"Behold the Lamb of God, which
taketh away the sin of the world."

2. It WaBa male of the first year,
that is, it was in its prime. Jesus was
in his prime when he was crucified.
A man of thirty-three is in the merl·
dian of manhood.

8. It was Without blemish. The
meek and lowly Nazarene was pure
al pure could be, as innocent as a
pratling babe.

4. It was slain and roasted with
fire. Christ was slain on Calvary and
to add to his torture they offered him
the cruel sponge to iuflame him more.
The intensity of his suffering was be-
yond description.

5. Each person was required to have
a Ilain lamb. So Christ died for each
and everyone if the children of dark-
nell will only acce! t his offers of sal·
vation.

Not a bone of the Paschal Lamb was
broken. They pierced the sides, the
hands, and the feet of Jt3SUSbut not
a bune was broken.

7. It was eaten with bitter herbs of
repentance. Christ's death does not
benefit us unless we bring forth fruits
worthy of repentance.

8. Its blood must be applied to be
effectual. Simply giving a mental aB-
Ient to Christ s death will not save.
We must obey the Gospel given us.

9. It WaBa feast of separation from
the world. By his deatll and resur-
rection we are translated out of the
kingdom of darkness into the king-
dom of light.

10. It was a feast of protection as
God'l children. "There is therefore
now no condemnatio" to these who
are in Christ Jesus." Let us love and
wor~hip our PaBchalLamb.

Friendship
ia something often treated too lightly,
and sometimes strained, if not de-
atroyed, because a bit of selfishness is
allowed to creep in.

Letno
one of our young people become dis-
couraged with the thought that it il a
hopeless task to become familiar with
good lierature; that there is 80 much
to read that it is useless to begin.
Niue-tenths of the books that are
pouring from th"l press of onr gene-
ration are worse than rubbish, and
need attr'lct our attention no more
than the whirl of dry and dead leaves
driven about by the rising autumn
winds. So let thAm pass. Indeed,
of many books of to-day one might
well say, "Thank God, I know noth-
ing about them."

An Impressive Scene.

The New York Illustrated Ameri-
CAn,edited by Francis Bellamy, gives
the following graphic description of
an incident in the funeral of Henry
Geor~e, illustrating the truth that un-
lIEIlfishnessof purpose, purity of mo-
tive, and sympathy with human needs,
are qualities that men of all classes
recognize and honor:

"Our generation has witnessed the
funeral of a Lincoln, a Garfield, and
of a Grant. Unlike any of these, with
a new and original note of its own,
was the service (\f the people who
gathered in testimony around the bier
of Henry George.

"The dead man had been a leader
of thought throughout the world. He
had been a prophet for the poor, a
voice against what he felt was op-
oppression and injustice; at first de-
rided, then herad, and then by multi-
tudes believed; and when tens of
thousands of people gathered around
his coftln, all realized that a great
and pure spirit had left its body.

To them had come a
ssdden comprehension that the 'may-
orality, or any political position, was
too small for him,' and that the dead
leader's real place was the throne of
an apostle to all mankind.
